The Altar
Have you ever noticed the priest kiss the altar at the beginning and end of Mass? This graceful act highlight:
the significance of the altar as a central symbol of our worship life.

Apart from the introduction of the use of the vernacular at Mass, the change in the location of the altar

away from the back wall of the church and into the midst of the as$emlgyobably the most obvious effect

of the Second Vatican Council. This change allowed people to gather more easily around the altar. Two rela
changes were also mandated by the Council. In tlé#/ptean 1l liturgy, because the priest alone performed
most of the liturgical functions, a long altar was needed so that the two readings could be proclaimed from o
posite ends of the altar while remaining separate from the eucharistic action, which took place in the center
the altar. Such an elongated table is no longer necessary. Secondly, because communion should be given f
the sacrifice just enacted on the altar, the tabernacle was removed from the main altar. This maintains the ir
tegrity of both altar and tabernacle as sites of
ness of Christds presence in the gathered assemb
and in the eucharistic elements. We have been less attentive to the symbolic significance of the altar itself.

The Rite of Dedication of an Altar (which most often takes place during the dedication of the church in which
the altar is located) gives us a glimpse of the significance of this symbol. In that rite, the altar is sprinkled wit
water, anointed with chrism and incensed by the bishop in a pattern much like our initiation rituals. It is then
clothed with an altar c¢cloth and adorned with |ig
mi dpoint between heaven and earth. 6 With the anc
the Last Supper firmly rooted in our tradition, we encircle our parish altar, confident that God is present in
our midst.

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Saint of the Week:
Al oysius Gonzaga, HR&I9ilgi ous 1°5

Aloysius was the oldest son and heir of the Marquis Ferrante of Castiglio-
ne who was in the service of Philip Il of Spain. His father wished to see
Aloysius become a military officer, but Aloysius had another idea in

mind.

At about the age of seven, Aloysius had a spiritual awakening and began
his day with regular prayers, including the Office of Mary and the

Psalms. At nine, he was sent to Florence to be educated as a military lead
er and statesman in the Medici Court but instead he found his calling to
serve God. By the time he was eleven, Aloysius was teaching the cate-
chism to poor children and fasting three days a week as well as practicing other austerities.

After reading a book about the Jesuitsd expefriel
enter the Society of Jesus. His father strongly objected to his decision and enlisted the aid of emi-

nent churchmen and nobl emen to persuade Al oyfsi u:
four -year struggle, his father relented and Aloysius joined the Jesuits in Rome in 1585. On his way

to the novitiate, Aloysius carried a remarkable letter from his father to the Jesuit superior general,
which read, in part, o0l merely say that | a gi
thing | possess in all the world. o6

During his studies at the Jesuit seminary in Milan, Aloysius undertook different spiritual practic-
es. Under his spiritual advisor, St. Robert Bellarmine, he was obliged to eat more than he previ-
ously had, to take exercise with his fellow seminarians, and to pray only at the appointed times.
Because of his frail health, Aloysius was called to Rome and took his vows there in 1587.

Several years later, a plague struck Rome. The Jesuits, in response, opened a hospital to care for
the victims. Together with the other Jesuits, Aloysius performed personal services for the patients,
nursing them, washing them and making their beds. Aloysius, already in frail health, caught the
affliction himself. He became so weak that he could scarcely get up from his bed, yet he continued
his daily devotions. Within three months, after receiving the last rites from St. Robert Bellarmine,
Aloysius Gonzaga died at the age of 23 on June 21, 1591.

Aloysius Gonzaga was canonized in 1726. He was declared protector of young students by Pope
Benedict Xlll, and patron of Catholic youth by Pope Pius XI. We honor this saint on June 21 by a
memorial. When St. Robert Bellarmine died years later, he requested that his final burial place be
next to his beloved student, Aloysius Gonzaga. They are both in the Church of Saint Ignatius in
Rome.

Aloysius' message today: Aloysius chose the path he wanted to follow very early in his life and

he let nothing deter him fromit. | n todayds world, there is mufgh t
have set for ourselves. We should try to emulate Aloysius and persevere until we reach our own

goals.
