ditions of the countries that take them in. It even includes understanding their fears and apprehen-

sions for the future. For local communities to welcome, to know and to acknowledge newcomers

means to open themselves without prejudices to their rich diversity, to understand the hopes and
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potential of the newly arrived as well as their fears and vulnerabilities.

True encounter with the other does not end with welcome, but involves us all in the three further
actions which | spelled out in the Message for this Day: to protect, to promotand to integrate.n the
true encounter with the neighbor, are we capable of recognizing Jesus Christ who is asking to be
welcomed, protected, promoted and integrated? As the Gospel parable of the final judgment teaches
us: the Lord was hungry, thirsty, naked, sick, a stranger and in prison -- by some he was helped and
by others not (cf Mt 25:3%146). This true encounter with Christ is source of salvation, a salvation that
should be announced and brought to all, as the apostle Andrew shows us. After revealing to his
brother Simon, 0We hadng&4l) Andrewdbringshhien toMessssao thahSimorg
can have the same experience of encounter.

It is not easy to enter into another culture, to put oneself in the shoes of people so different from us,

to understand their thoughts and their experiences. As a result we often refuse to encounter the oth-

er and raise barriers to defend ourselves. Local communities are sometimes afraid that the newly
arrived will disturb the established order, wild/l
And the newly arrived also have fears: they are afraid of confrontation, judgment, discrimination,

failure. These fears are legitimate, based on doubts that are fully comprehensible from a human

point of view. Having doubts and fears is not a sin. The sin is to allow these fears to determine our
responses, to limit our choices, to compromise respect and generosity, to feed hostility and rejection.

The sin is to refuse to encounter the other, the different, the neighbor, when this is in fact a privi-

leged opportunity to encounter the Lord.

From this encounter with Jesus present in the poor, the rejected, the refugee, the asylum seeker,

flows our prayer of today. It is a reciprocal prayer: migrants and refugees pray for local communi-

ties, and local communities pray for the newly arrived and for migrants who have been here longer.

In this way, responding to

the supreme commandment of charity and love of neighbor, may we all learn to love the other, the

There is no one particular hour each day that best suits everyone. The idea is to find the best hour-
the one that fits your lifestyle, so that if you skip it you will miss it.  Similarly, there is no particular
place for prayer that best suits everyone. Some like to pray in the privacy of their home or apart-
ment. Others prefer to pray outdoors. Still others opt for the prayerful environment of their parish
church.

The important thing is to pray each day. If you begin to set aside a definite time for prayer each day
during Lent, you soon learn that it influences the rest of your day. And you will want to continue

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Saint of the Week
Thomas Aquinas, Priest-12nhnd
Thomas was the son of a count and a relative of both the Emper-
or of the Holy Roman Empire and the King of France. At the age
of five, his parents sent him to the Benedictine Monastery at
Monte Cassino to be educated in the hope that he would eventu-
ally become the abbot there.

In about 1239, the Benedictines sent Thomas to the University of
Naples to complete his education. He disappointed both the
Benedictines and his family by joining the Dominicans at Naples
in 1244. This move was so strongly opposed by his family that
they had him kidnapped and held him in the family castle for
over a year in an attempt to dissuade him. Thomas persisted,
however, and after more studies in Paris and Cologne with St.
Albert the Great, he was ordained around 1250.

Continuing his studies, Thomas Aquinas became a master of
theology. He then moved on to teaching and writing, first in Paris and then at Naples, Rome, Or-
vieto, Anagni, and Viterbo. It was during this period, from 1259 to 1268, that Thomas began his
greatest opus, theSumma Theologica work that deals with Catholic theology in its entirety.

Although Thomas drew a sharp distinction between faith and reason, he emphasized that the fun-
damental Christian doctrines, though impossible to establish by reason, are not contrary to reason
and reach us by revelation. Nevertheless, he believed that such truths as the existence of Goil as

Thomas Aquinas is considered the preeminent spokesman for the Catholic tradition of reason and
of divine revelation. His writings are required study for all theological students even to this day.
He was canonized a saint in 1323 and declared a Doctor of the Church by Pope Pius V in 1567.

St. Thomas Aquinas is the patron of students, schools, colleges, and universities. His memorial is
celebrated on January 28.

Thomas' message today: Thomas Aquinas was a theologian of unparalleled insight. For hundreds
of years, his writings have been the basis for almost all theological study. While not everyone
would want to delve into the writings of Aquinas, all Catholics should strive to learn more about
the teachings and traditions of the Church.

Prayer of St. Thomas Aquinas: Grant me, O Lord my God, a mind to know you, a heart to seek
you, wisdom to find you, conduct pleasing to you, faithful perseverance in waiting for you, and
a hope of finally embracing you. Amen.
