In his homily during the Easter Sunday liturgy in St. Peter's Square, Pope Francis says that God sur-
prises the women with a proclamation which becam

God surprises us

The women had gone to anoint the Lord’s body and
prise. When God announces something it is always a surprise because God is a God of surprises,

Pope Francis said.

It has been that way from the beginning of the story of salvation with Abraham: one surprise after
another. God does not know how to make an announcement without surprising us. Surprise moves
our hearts and touches us where we do not expect.

Responding quickly to God's surprises
